The college and career readiness programs of the Tulare and Kings county offices of 
education have partnered to host the inaugural CTE Summit on September 11. K-12 
and postsecondary teachers, administrators, and counselors are invited to attend to 
gain a better understanding of career technical education and how to create more CTE 
opportunities for students.
